TE.6 REMOVAL OF ROAD
CONSTRUCTION MATERIAL
FROM ROAD RESERVES

Objective
To ensure the protection of road verge vegetation and the
retention of road verge remnant native flora to act as
connection corridors for flora and fauna.

Policy
1. That no road making materials be excavated from

Shire road verges by Council crews or any other
agency unless :

a) In proven cases when no alternative road building
materials exist in the area, after Council has
discussed the matter and with full rehabilitation
methods applying to the site, or

b) The road verge has no native vegetation on it and
full rehabilitation/tree planting techniques are used
on the site after excavation is completed, and;

c) Material on the road verge constitutes a safety
problem to road users eg; an outcrop on a curve
blocking sight distance;

2. No road construction materials of any type shall be
permitted to be removed from Road reserves by private
individuals or companies other than by Council
controlled contractors and only then if the points in
Item (1) apply.
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
